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Key messages


Messages to use if you have the opportunity

· Preparing your property before the fires season is the best way to reduce the impact of fire on your home.
· You should prepare your property even if your plan is to leave early on hot, dry, windy days.
· On hot, dry, windy days, fires can start and spread quickly. If the Fire Danger Rating is Code Red, Extreme or Severe, you’re risking your life if you wait and see what happens. Leaving early is the safest option to protect yourself and your family.
· Decide in advance, what you will do with your pets and livestock – people die during fires trying to save their animals. 
· The 10/30 and 10/50 rules exempt landowners from needing a permit to remove vegetation on their property in bushfire-prone areas. Check if ‘10/30’ or ‘10/50’ applies in your municipality at cfa.vic.gov.au/clearing.
